Laurie has been singing in church since she was 6 or 7 years
old.  She always loved Jesus as a little girl and she dedicated
her life to The Lord when she was 10 years of age and recalls
the call to ministry ever since that time. Laurie was also
dedicated to pursuing her gift with excellence. 

In addition to a speaking and music ministry, throughout the
years, Laurie has also worked extensively behind the scenes

as a facilitator in the growth of Christian music in Canada. In the past, she co-hosted a national Christian
radio show for several years, spoke at Christian radio events and has given seminars at Canadian
Christian Music Industry Events. 

What most people don’t realize is that Laurie's engaging and versatile vocals have enabled her to win four
vocal competitions, three of which were provincial and not associated with any Gospel Music Association.
She was voted Best Female Vocalist in 3 South Western Ontario Talent Searches. Laurie has also won a
local talent search by audience appeal. It was a secular competition and she chose to sing Christian music
artist Wayne Watson 's song "New Lives For Old". At the end of the competition the audience voted on
each performance. Laurie's performance received the highest votes for singing a Gospel song at a secular
competition in which she had no supporting “fans” in the audience.

After The Lord completely healed her from Fibromyalgia in 2001,
Chronic Fatique and Depression, God turned what the enemy had
meant for evil into good.  She has made several Christian television
appearances including 100 Huntley Street and began speaking at
Womens' Ministries, sharing her testimony about her long battle for 13
years with Fibromyalgia, Chronic Fatigue and depression.  She has
also shared from the Word on relevant subjects to women and at
church services.  Since then, she has seen many ladies commit their
lives to the Lord and receive healing, all for God's glory. Laurie finds
that God's presence is gentle, sweet, very tender and peaceful during
opportunities to minister and pray with the women. However, Laurie
always claims, "God can do whatever He desires through me and He
will show himself however He sees fit."

Musically she has shared the stage with many prominent Canadian
Christian Music Artists such as His Season, Mark Masri, The Toronto
Mass Choir, Dan Macaulay, Marlene O'Neill, Andrew M artin, Lost
Coin, the Torchmen Quartet, The Hilton Family, Lian na Klassen

and Cheryl Dunn.   Early on, she opened for Mike Failla , worship leader of Kingdom Bound Festivals and
also for Bob Kilpatrick , who is known as the writer of many classic worship songs of the church including
the song "In My Life, Lord Be Glorified", as well as opening for Anadara , who was at that time, the newest
artist signed to the Spring Hill Music Label. (Nashville)

Laurie has done radio interviews and her music has been played on Christian radio, predominantly in
Canada, as well as Europe and United States.  



She has also shared her testimony and music ministry on National and Regional Christian Television and
has been invited to return to these programs several times to
minister.

In 2008 Laurie was invited by Rev. Allen Cuffey to sign with Great
Spirit Records in New York, as a recording artist .
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Laurie and her husband Scott were married in 1987 and they have two
grown boys, Brandon and Kyle.  Scott is Laurie's “Road Manager” and
accompanies her to assist her and pray with her at all ministry
engagements. The Lord has led Scott and Laurie to fellowship with the
body of Christ at Royalview Church in London Ontario where Rev.
Garry Fess is the lead pastor.
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Laurie has released 2 recordings "Sharing His Love" and "When You Reached In My Heart" and her
third CD was released in 2004 entitled "Love So Amazing".  This CD was like a catalyst of faith for
Laurie while she endured a long battle with Fibromyalgia until The Lord miraculously and completely
healed her in 2001.

In 2006 the title track was voted at number 29 then jumped to 22 out of 623 songs on the "American
Idol Underground Faith Charts". Although Laurie never aspired to become an "American Idol" (or an
idol of any sort) she has seen encouraging responses from the industry. Since then it has been in the
American Idol top 50 Faith Charts six times among the massive number of other songs enlisted (over
600) in the running for this chart. This song and others from this CD have received airplay on many
Christian radio stations in Canada , the United States and Europe.  In 2009, the CD, “Love So
Amazing”, sold out and a second edition with new remixes and production is being planned for release
with the same powerful songs used to share her testimony.

These are familiar hymns with a refreshing
worshipful sound as well as inspiring songs written by Laurie. 

Listening to the song, "Where The River Runs", can make the listener
thirst for all the freedom and cleansing that the River of Life offers.
"Stained With Love" takes you to the cross and once again draws on the

message of life, mercy and love found through Christ Jesus.  "He Leads Us On" is the call out to the church
to stand in position for victory and just like "A Heart For The Harvest", the title track, "Tell The Story"
encourages us to share the message of God's Love and all that we have experienced through life in Christ,
to the world.  

The hymns are worshipful and joyful with powerful vocals, celebrating King Jesus with "All Hail The Power"
in an upbeat pop orchestration.  "Holy Holy Holy" is a jubilant duet with Kevin Pauls  (Canadian Gaither
Home Coming  Artist). The warm tones of Laurie's vocals really shine in the unique rendition of "What A
Friend" (We Have In Jesus) touching the heart with words of comfort that remind us of His faithfulness.
The medley has an easy going feel and includes the favourites such as "I Love To Tell The Story", "Sing the
Wondrous Love of Jesus", "Victory in Jesus" and "Blessed Assurance" that encourages the audience to
sing along.  

When it is all summed up, the message is about who He is, what He did, how He moves and How we live.
The result is something that can't be hidden....the mission?  Tell The Story!
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She has spanned the Christian music industry in Canada from being a national Canadian Christian radio
show host, a promoter behind the scenes for other artists, an accomplished songwriter and an award
winning vocalist.
